Eachroom is apoetic alcove, adorned with acontemporary 
chandelier, ceiling moldings, faceted mirror corner unit inspired by the drawings of Mallet-Stevens and atravel 

desk fashioned asaworkspace - elegant decor that marries Art Nouveau andamodern spiritwith originality.

INTHE BAR LOUNGE,TIMELESS SERENITY
The central feature of the hotel isan impressiveglass roof identical to thoseof the passageways of the 
district. The stunning spacebeneath it houses amagnificent central bar, in mosaic, revealing ahost of 

attractive featuresand unexpected surprises:dancing lights on the mirrors,decorativefriezes, inviting 
alcoves...The playful blending of antique and contemporary furnishings,several of which are in rattan, pays 
homage to the winter gardens of the early1900s.
